(1) Connect VHF or UHF transceiver to the IN connector of the U-
66V sensor with 50 ohm coaxial cable.

(2) Connect antenna to the OUT connector of the sensor with 50
ohm coaxial cable.

(3) Turn the Sensor switch of NS-660 to EXT.

(4) Plug Sensor cable into EXT socket on rear of NS-660.
NS-660 SWR/Power Meters respond to the output of VHF/UHF
transceivers.

For example :
When NS-660 is used with the Sensor Switch on INT, full scale
is 150 W.
When NS-660 is used with the Sensor Switch on EXT and a U-
66V External Sensor is used, full scale is 15 W.

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(1) Install unit on 1—1/4” or 2” mast with U bolt. Tape coaxial cable
and Sensor Extension cable to the mast.

(2) The sensor cable should hang down from the bottom of the unit.

(3) Tape coaxial cable connectors and Sensor cable pulgs to insure
waterproof operation.

To connect Remote Sensor with NS-660 series SWR/Power
Meters, use SC-20 60-ft. Sensor Extensions cable.

To connect two Remote Sensors with a SWR/Power Meter, use
Sensor Change—over Switch SS-2.
