Add a 47 ohm % W resistor Dynascan part number 002-104-5-470.
Schematic symbol to be R204. From base to ground of TR43 final.
Add a 470 ohm % watt resistor Dynascan part number 002-104-5-471
schematic symbol 216 from base to ground of TR-44 driver.
Change R181 to 100 ohms 1 watt. Dynascan part number
002-001-6-101.

Change DSI from a KB162 W diode to a MV-1Y diode Dynascan part
number 004-175-9-001. White dot indicates cathode side.

Change D52 from a KB162W to a MV-1y Dynascan part number
004-175-9-001. White dot indicates cathode side.

Set driver idle current to 40mA at TP3, TP4 by adjusting
control VRI5.

Set final idle current to 15mA at TP1, TP2 by adjusting

control VRI16.
