When using "Lazy Crystals" (low activity) in the COP-75
priority search position, add a 10MFD 15VDC electrolytic capacitor
across C510 on the bottom of the PC Board.

This will increase the search time from 10 milliseconds to 40
milliseconds, giving the crystal sufficient time to oscillate.
